UNCONFIRMED MINUTES OF THE FORTY EIGHTH 

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 

6th NOVEMBER 2008 AT THE BELFRY,

SUTTON COLDFIELD.

1. WELCOME & APOLOGIES

The Chair of the Association, Helena Fuller, welcomed 54 members to the meeting.

Apologies for absence were received from Colleen Jones, Linda O’Neill, Chris Shore, Bill Baker, Larry Pettersen, Evan Sutherland and Becky Watts 

John Effingham, explained that as the technology was still available from the previous session the AGM would use this to provide accuracy of votes counted on the various resolutions before Council. JE thanked John Cooper (NHS PaSA) for the use of the facility.

2. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
The Minutes of the 47th Annual General Meeting, held on 1st November 2007 were reviewed and accepted as a true record and signed by the Chair. 
Proposed by Ian Shepherd and seconded by John Smith. 

The Minutes of the 47th Annual General Meeting were put to the membership and were adopted by 95% of members present (votes cast 42 in favour, 2 against). 

3. REVIEW OF THE WORK OF THE ASSOCIATION

Helena Fuller (HF), the Chair of the Association, commended the work of Council and Workstream leads for their efforts in ensuring that the modernisation of the HCSA continued. She then spoke to the paper circulated with the Agenda and highlighted some areas of particular note, as follows:
Branch Development – The Chair expressed her gratitude to all those involved in the delivery of the various seminars and expressed the view that this should continue.
Procurement Development Programme – This was deemed to have been one of the best in recent years and HF thanked all of those who organised and had taken part in the programme.

Membership – In line with previous years the organisation had shown a steady growth, and the Chair asked that all continue to identify and promote the Association to as many new and potential members as possible. The Association’s database indicated that the membership was now approaching 1,000.

The adoption of the Review of the Association was then put to the meeting.
Proposed by Don Greenslade and seconded by Ian Pick.
The Review was adopted by 96% of members present (votes cast 46 in favour, 2 against). 

4.
STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS

Tony Jobling (TJ) provided a verbal report in relation to the accounts to 31 March 2008, tabled at the meeting and showing a surplus of £148,000. TJ referred to the cost of the Branch Development Programme and the loss sustained by the Procurement Development Programme (formerly the Summer School).

Mark Roscrow asked if the current banking situation crisis would have any affect on the finances of the Association. TJ stated that there would be no affect on the monies held, as the institutions we had accounts with, were financially stable at this stage. 
The adoption of the statement of accounts was put to the membership.
Adoption of the accounts were proposed by Mark Roscrow and seconded by Paul Sydenham.

The Accounts were adopted by 98% of members present (45 in favour, 1 against).

5. RESOLUTIONS TO CONSTITUTION SUBMITTED BY COUNCIL

In progressing the Association’s change agenda which began in 2006, HF then highlighted the proposed changes to the Association’s Constitution. Members were provided with advance notification of the proposed changes in attaching 2 copies of the revised Constitution to the AGM agenda (one specifying all amendments and one a clean copy incorporating amendments). The Chair also spoke to a revised Council organisational chart which explained how the Association would be structured in the future.
John Cooper suggested that in relation to ‘membership’ the Association would need to clarify, what ‘commissioning’ meant before opening the invitation to other potential members. Duncan Eaton reiterated this message asking that careful consideration would be needed on how to approach this.

Mark Roscrow asked for clarification on the Partnership Forum and what it would look like. John Effingham (JE) explained that membership of the forum would be taken from across all of the home countries. It was intended to be an advisory body. The Council would continue to manage the Association on behalf of its members.
Following questioning the resolution below was put to the meeting:

RESOLUTION:-“Council seeks the support of members to adopt the revised Constitution” - in accordance with Section 14” 

The resolution was proposed by Ian Shepherd and seconded by

John Smith.
The resolution was adopted by 96% of members present (43 in favour, 2 against).
6. CLOSING REMARKS FROM THE CHAIR

HF reiterated her thanks, on behalf of the Association, to all who had contributed and been involved in the changes which would take the Association forward. She asked that if anyone was willing to contribute to the work of Council or its Workstreams, they should contact herself, JE or their own Branch co-ordinator.

On a more sombre note HF informed the meeting of the sad news of the passing of three former members of the Association, Stuart Meakin, John Noseley and Ron Coxford. 

7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
As there was no further business, the Chair thanked everyone for their input and closed the meeting.
