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Government Opportunities magazine receives top accolade

Government Opportunities (GO) magazine — the essential guide to public procurement in the
UK — has triumphed at the Business Services Association (BSA)'s Annual Media Awards.

GO, published by Glasgow-based public procurement specialists BiP Solutions Ltd, picked up
the plaudits in the BSA Specialist Journal Award, which recognises excellence in a specialist
publication, in front of several hundred business leaders at the awards ceremony in London.
